
Medication Policy

1. SELF MEDICATION

This is for students who have potential life threatening medical problems such as asthma or diabetes. These students may self medicate by meeting these conditions.

i. Self-medication form available in this packet must be completed. (Attached)

ii. The student must inform the School Nurse when he/she self medicates and a log will be kept for documentation.

2. PRESCRIPTION MEDICATION

Any student taking medication must have a note from the doctor that contains directions for administering the prescription. We also require a note from the parent authorizing the School Nurse to administer the medication. The medication, along with doctor and parent notes should be placed in a plastic bag with the student’s name taped to the outside and given to the School Nurse assigned to the trip. (The medication MUST be in the original container with the prescription information affixed)

3. NON – PRESCRIPTION OVER THE COUNTER DRUGS

This requires a note from a doctor indicating when and under what conditions the School Nurse is to administer this medication. The note along with the medication in its original container should be placed in a baggie with the students name taped to the outside and then given to the School Nurse assigned to the trip. 

4. Medication means any prescription drug or prescribed over-the-counter medicine or nutritional supplement and includes, but is not limited to, aspirin and cough drops.

5. Students should carry an insurance card or I.D. numbers in case of an accident.
